frustrated due to their inability to deal with their child properly or help them control 
their behavior; Therefore, parents are forced to withdraw with their child from social 
situations for fear of being criticized, These children show many academic and social 
problems, and are at risk of developing anti-social behavior and difficulties in social 
relations or deviation in the future, and they have clear academic weakness, and 
many of them suffer from repetition or dropout from school, and the families of these 
children may face stressful events that upset the balance of their system and live a 
state of bewilderment, anxiety and fear; Which may require early family counseling 
for the family, living defensive psychological methods, a state of confusion, guilt, 
frustration and depression, blaming each other, disbelief in the existence of a 
problem in the family, and providing various flimsy justifications about the problem 
of their child, all because of the social stigma, In the absence of Arab studies and 
research that dealt with family pressures resulting from children with ADHD, with 
a scarcity of foreign research and studies; This is what prompted the researcher to 
study this topic to find out the most important family pressures that families of 
children with ADHD suffer from, whether they are social, economic, psychological, 
emotional, and educational pressures, and to determine the role of cae socail Work 
in dealing with them.
