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Abstract:

The study aimed to measure the quality of local development practice in
the field of volunteer research. The study was applied to volunteer
researchers, which became specific to the model of local development
practice in the center and city of Fayoum. This study belongs to
evaluative studies, and may depend on the social survey approach. The
study was applied using a measure of the quality of local training in the
field of volunteer research. The study concluded that local development
does not specify these dimensions on the basis of what is required except
with many formal shortcomings, and this is concluded through the results
of the impact, as it reached results of nine dimensions that are not
consistent with the goal of practicing the local development model, and
their results vary in size. There is a need for these researchers to not use
the local development model unless some but not all of the model's
effects are successful.
